AGRICULTURAL MACHINERY AND TECHNOLOGIES PROJECT/DESIGN COMPETITION
APPLICATION PRINCIPLES

1. Name of the Competition: Agricultural Machinery and Technologies Project/Design Competition

2. Purpose of the Competition: To increase solidarity and teamwork culture among students studying in undergraduate and postgraduate programmes in Agricultural Machinery and Technologies Engineering, Biosystems Engineering, etc., to bring our students together with representatives, manufacturers and stakeholders in the agricultural machinery sector, and to bring them together with academics and experts conducting scientific research in the field of agricultural machinery at different institutions and organisations.

3. Organising and Executive Committee: The competition is jointly organised and run by TARMAKDER (Agricultural Machinery Association) and TARMAKBİR (Turkish Agricultural Equipment and Machinery Manufacturers' Association).

5. Competition Entry Requirements:
a) To meet one of the following conditions
· Be an undergraduate student in departments offering education in Agricultural Machinery and Technology Engineering, Biosystems Engineering, or Agricultural Technologies
· Be an undergraduate student in a programme offering education in Agricultural Machinery/Agricultural Machinery and Technologies Engineering, Biosystems Engineering, or related fields of Agricultural Technologies
b) The following options may be used for the presentation of projects/designs.
· Participation in the competition is possible by submitting a printed poster. Multiple poster prints may be submitted for a single project/design. The poster must be printed in colour, measuring 70×100 cm. The "Poster Template" (accessible on the website) must be used for the poster.
· Digital display tools such as personal computers, tablets, TVs, and projectors may be used to present the project/design.
· Manufactured products may be entered into the competition.
c) Participants may enter the competition with more than one project/design.
d) Participation in the competition is possible either individually or as a team (additional points are awarded to those participating as a team).
e) Participants may not request any prizes other than those specified in the rules.
f) Participants are deemed to have accepted all competition conditions.
g) Participants are deemed to have accepted the decisions of the Organising and Executive Committee and the Evaluation Committee.
h) Applications submitted after the deadline will not be considered.
i) Participants acknowledge and declare that the project/design they submit to the competition is their own and original in content.
j) TARMAKDER and TARMAKBİR cannot be held responsible for any disputes that may arise from the competition.

6. Thematic Topic of the Project/Design: Any project/design that is appropriate to the market dynamics within the scope of agricultural machinery and technologies may be submitted to the competition.

7. Application Method and Schedule: To apply, please fill out the "Application Form" and "Declaration Form" available on the website (https://tarmakder.org.tr/tarmaktekyarismasi) along with the "Student Certificate" and all documents related to the "Project/Design" (PDF files, images, etc.) must be sent to the secretariat using the APPLICATION FORM ON THE WEBSITE. After submission, a "read" message will be sent to the recipient's address, and it is important to follow up on this. Important dates related to the competition (final application date, evaluation date, etc.) will be announced on the website.

8. Application Acceptance: For the application to be considered for preliminary evaluation, the following documents must be submitted in full.
a) Application Form
b) Declaration Form
c) Undergraduate/Postgraduate student certificate
d) PDF documents related to the project/design (Poster template must be used)

9. Project/Design Content: The content may include the name of the project/design, the field in which it is used, its purpose, the problem it solves, its innovative aspects, a visual of the assembled solid model, exploded views and detailed visuals, the type of materials used (steel, castings, plastic, ceramics, wood, etc.), technical drawings and mechanical analyses (stress analysis, etc.).

10. Preliminary Assessment
a) Projects/designs accepted by the deadline are reviewed by the Preliminary Evaluation Committee. The Committee evaluates the presentation format, level of detail, and quality, and may decide to REJECT, REQUIRE REVISION, or ACCEPT the project/design.
b) Projects/designs that do not possess the FEASIBILITY (Producibility = Manufacturability) quality in the preliminary evaluation are REJECTED.
c) Projects/designs requiring revision are given an additional three weeks. The revised project/design is resubmitted to the "Preliminary Evaluation Committee" for review, along with a revision report.
d) Ten projects/designs to participate in the competition are selected from among the applications.
e) At least 5 projects/designs must pass the preliminary evaluation stage for the competition to take place.

11. Evaluation Committee (Selection Committee): The evaluation committee consists of representatives from universities, public institutions and organisations, and the private sector, and will include a group selected from the members listed below.
· 2 TARMAKBİR representatives (one of whom is an agricultural machinery manufacturer)
· 1 Technology Transfer Office (TTO) Coordinator or a member from a Technology Park company
· 1 Academic staff member (non-specialist)
· 1 Faculty member (University organising the Agricultural Mechanisation and Energy Congress)
· 1 TARMAKDER member
· 1 Head of the Agricultural Mechanisation Department or Representative
· 1 TÜBİTAK representative
· 1 TAGEM member
· 1 Ministry of Industry and Trade representative

12. Evaluation and Scoring of the Project/Design
a) The competition programme will be held at the centre where the National/International Agricultural Mechanisation and Energy Congress takes place. Projects/designs accepted for evaluation will be displayed as poster presentations on the first day of the congress.
b) In the "competition session" determined by the congress organising committee, the team leader will present their project/design on a slide for 5 minutes in a session with broad participation. No additional time will be given. Once the time is up, the Evaluation Committee may ask questions about the project/design.
c) The Evaluation Committee scores entries according to the criteria specified in Appendix 1 and determines the top three in each category.
d) The competition results are published on the website.
e) All applicants who participate in the competition will receive a "Certificate of Participation".

13. Awards: The awards determined by the organising and executive committee are announced on the website.
a) Best Project/Design Award
b) Most Innovative Project/Design Award
c) Best R&D Project/Design Award

14. Right to Amend the Application Guidelines: The right to make amendments to the competition lies with the Organising and Executive Committee.
